Spelling Bee Rules

(partial list; complete rules will be sent with sponsorship confirmation package)

1.

Each team, consisting of four spellers, will be called to
the stage in randomly drawn order.

A word will be read to the team, its definition given and
the word used in a sentence. The team may request the
word be repeated up to two times and may request that
its usage in a sentence be repeated once.

The team will have one minute to completely spell the word;
this includes the amount of time used to repeat the word or
sentence. Decisions of the judges are final. Team members
are allowed to confer and may use pencil and paper.

There will be other fun opportunities to stay in the
competition such as purchasing a different word and
buying back into the Spelling Bee if your team misspells
a word. No buy backs or new word purchases will be
allowed after the fifth round.

When two teams remain in the competition and one team
misspells its word, the second team must spell or have
spelled its word in that round correctly to win the competition.
